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   The invited researcher came to Prof. Komatsu and Prof. Osuka’s laboratory as well as ours to discuss about dendrimer and fullerene chemistry.  In Katsura campus, he talked with ours about the joint project relating the development of organic solar cells based on porphyrins and fullerenes.  We had a positive agreement to continue the collaborative work including the exchange of graduate students between the two universities.
   The second task of Prof. Nierengarten was to give a series of lectures for graduate students in Katsura campus, Uji campus, and Yoshida campus of Kyoto University.  The titles of his talk were “Fullerene Chemistry”, “Dendrimer Chemistry”, and “Fullerene Dendrimer Chemistry”.  The contents of the lecture were as follows:

   He focussed on the current research in his laboratory including synthesis and photophysical properties of fullerene derivatives and dendrimers.  In particular, he emphasized that fullerodendrons are interesting building blocks for the synthesis of monodisperse fullerene-rich macromolecules with intriguing properties.  During his stay he had chance to contact with many graduate students who are involved in synthesis of fullerenes and related compounds.  We believe that he inspired many graduate students and young scientists during his visit in Kyoto University.
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
