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This course aims to develop science students’ writing ability by leading them through a hands-on
process of writing an experiment paper. Once a week over the course of six weeks, students will
learn how to read and write the introduction, method, results and discussion sections of a research

paper. In addition, students will explore the linguistic features of English academic writing.

This course will be workshop-style, with students reading and evaluating other students’ writing in
class on a weekly basis. During this course, students will be required to practice writing one short
experiment paper and will be asked to complete a part of that paper for homework each week. In the

final week, students will be asked to give a presentation about their paper.

Classes will be conducted in English and students will be expected to interact and participate

actively in English.
